The Nieuwe Kerk in Amsterdam is one of the best known buildings in the Netherlands. An imposing monument with a splendid interior, it is located on a nationally renowned square. In the months May to June of 2008 the church will be on show in all its glory: the monumental tombs, the dazzling choir screen, the stained-glass windows, the pulpit and the largest organ in the Netherlands.

Organ concerts

The Nieuwe Kerk has a long tradition of organ concerts. The two organs are played by celebrated musicians such as Gustav Leonhardt and Bernard Winsemius.
